WWA OCTOBER UPDATE: Now that the snow is blanketing Wyoming, we can hope for
N relief from years of drought. All Wyoming's flora & fauna will rebound with the moisture.
Oct 1 - The Wyoming Wilderness Association has finally received its IRS exemption for 501(c)(3) and we are
grateful that our grantors are responding. Aaron Bannon has joined our efforts as volunteer and we are grateful

for his help.

Oct 2-5 - Attended the Predator Conservation Alliance meeting in Mammoth, Yellowstone National Park. The
highlights included Rick Bass, Author; Don Barry, The Wilderness Society Exec VP and former Dept. of Interior
Secretary for Fish, Wildlife and Parks; David Gaillard, PCA Associate; learning about the efforts to document the
biodiversity of the grasslands and grasslands species; seeing our friends Rick Flory and Lee Robert from Earth
Friends Foundation; and four wolves and two very mad coyotes at Tower Junction.

Oct 6-15 - Followed up with our donors on the receipt of our exemption letter, hoping we can get caught up
financially, having spent the last nine months on a shoestring, hope, and grateful support from The Wilderness

Society’s Wilderness Support Center.

Oct 7 - Attended the Friends of the Red Desert strategy meeting in Lander where WWA will serve on the
Advisory Committee. Plans to develop the higher protection for this special place are in the works.

Oct 9 - Attended a day-long grazing tour near Thermopolis with the Western Watersheds Project. The tour was
of Frank Robbins’ grazing allotments, who also attended. Problems stemmed from a patchwork of public and
private land ownership, over-grazing in an extremely dry landscape, Robbins’ defiant personality, and the
political favors granted from D.C. The local BLM's efforts to retain control and better stewardship of our public

lands were rolled back by the Department of Interior.
